Reformed Curriculum Development Committee

The RCDC held its Spring meeting on March 5,
2009 in the library of CCHS. The following is a brief
account of the activities conducted, since its Nov.
2008, meeting on behalf of the RCDC.

First of all, the meeting was encouraged by the
correspondence it received from the John Calvin
School (Yarrow) indicating approval of the
secondment of its principal, P. Torenvliet, to RCDC
services; to wit, the completion of Volume 3 of The
Flame of the Word. This means that P. Torenvliet
will be assuming 3 weeks per school year to work on
this project and that the RCDC will remunerate the
JCS Board for those 3 weeks of services rendered.

Much of the business of the RCDC meetings is
taken up by reports of the various (sub) committees
and projects carried out since the last meeting. One
such report was that of the Curriculum Cooperative
Committee (CCC). On behalf of this committee, J.
Roukema briefly described the work thus far
completed on the RCDC K-10 Science Curriculum
Development Project. Stage 3 of this project is
scheduled to be completed in the summer of 2009.
The CCC is encouraged by the fact that all the writers
of Staged 1 and Stage 2 have committed to this
summer's session and excited that the project's
completion is near. The CCC also proposed another
project to run concurrently; that is, a K-12 Physical
Education Curriculum Development Project. This was
based on the rationale that the BC Ministry of

Education expects its revised Integrated Resource
Package (IRP) to be implemented by 2011, and that,
therefore, the existing RCDC K-7 2001 Phys. Ed
Curriculum will need to be revised as well. However,
the RCDC, considering the financial impact this
project would have on its budget, decided to hold this
project in abeyance until the summer of 2010.

On behalf of the Church History Project (The
Flame of the Word), A. Nap presented the RCDC with
an overview of the Volume 3 work completed and the
work still needing to be done. Much time is spent on
writing and rewriting of narratives and non-narratives.
Much time is also spent on providing materials,
directions, and suggestions for the Teacher's Manual,
considered to be a very valuable asset to this project.
As requested by Rev. Dong, the RCDC also gave
permission to have an English text printed next to the
Chinese text. Having the two versions next to each
other is considered to be an effective teaching tool for
the Chinese.

The RCDC is grateful for all the work done on its
behalf and is encouraged by the excellent work being
produced. It invites member schools to share in the
encouragement of producing materials for our
schools and to pray to God for continued strength and
guidance.
